March’s Communion Rail Offering
Our March Communion Rail offering has been
designated to the financial assistance program at St.
Luke’s. This ministry aims to support and uplift
members of the community who may be facing
financial challenges by assisting them once a year
with a payment of up to $50 toward a bill of their
choice (such as rent, utilities, electric.) This program
takes place on the third Tuesday of each month at 10
am. In our community there are very few viable
resources available for bill assistance. Many just do 

not have funding needed to meet the growing demand for assistance. In 2025, we
assisted 58 individuals who came to our church seeking help. Several of those were
facing disconnection or eviction. The need for help is dire! Please prayerfully consider
your offering as you come to the Lord’s Table on Sunday, March 1st.

Rebekah’s Cupboard Food Pantry is the second Wednesday of each month. Volunteers are
needed to help with food distribution at St. Luke’s or Casa De Oro Apts. Volunteers may contact
